Hello from your Friends!  You may not have heard from us in awhile, so we wanted to let you know 
what we’ve been doing and what we’re planning.  In addition to our new website (click our logo on the 
library’s website at www.ricelakelibrary.org) and contribution to the library newsletter, the Friends of the 
Library is overhauling its membership process to improve record-keeping and communication and to build 
support for the Rice Lake Public Library.   

 
The Friends’ membership year will continue to run from April to April to mark National Library 

Week as a reminder of Rice Lake Public Library’s value in the lives of its patrons and in the community.  
We’re implementing a mail campaign to reach everyone who would like to support the library in its mission 
to “connect all people to their community and the world by promoting literacy, supporting lifelong learning, 
ensuring free and open access to ideas, and providing opportunities for recreation.”  The Friends of the 
Library (FoL) sponsors the following activities and programs: 

 
o Annual Summer Library Program for 

children of all ages (In 2006, 114 children 
attended a production of The Hobbit, and 90 
came to the “Party in the Park” at Rice Lake 
City Park.) 

o Children’s educational programs (The 2006 
programs on birds of prey, owl pellets, and 
bugs attracted 250 children.) 

o Early Release activities (In 2006, more than 
120 children chose the library after school 
for a safe, fun place with Youth Services 
Manager Ashley Hansen.) 

o Annual Christmas party (50 children played, 
sang, ate goodies, made crafts, visited with 
Santa, and received a new book in 2006.) 

o Weekly Story Hours for preschoolers and for 
families  

o Books for Babies Program (The program 
gives about 440 babies born at Lakeview 
Medical Center their first books each year.) 

o American Classics and Page Turners book 
discussion groups 

o Author visits 
o Basement Books Store  
o Award-winning float entries in annual 

holiday and Aquafest parades 
o Adopt-A-Magazine program 
o Various adult programs and classes 
o Library equipment and furniture purchases  
o Display case for unique collections from 

community members
